Women entrepreneurs have been making
big headlines since 2016, with the number
of women in the workforce continuing to grow.

In 2018, TheScoreReport.com, a website that
tracks corporate performance, released a
report on the relation between a company’s
performance and the gender of owners and
executives. This report, “The Megaphone of
Main Street: Women’s Entrepreneurship”,
confirms that women entrepreneurs are in
no way inferior to men.
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THE RISE OF FEMALE STARTUPS

A Chinese proverb says “Women hold up half
the sky.” This ancient maxim on some level
well reflects the rise of women in tech startups.
During the past two decades, the number
of female graduates with science and
technology degrees has doubled. Twenty-
five percent of the workforce in computer
industry is women, according to figures
published by National Center for Women &
Information Technology (NCWIT) in 2015.

WOMEN HOLD UP
HALF THE SKY
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Booking.com - a leading e-commerce on
travel and tourism, ran a survey that shows
the tech industry has become a “dream job”
for women, and 64% of working women
work in the tech industry. The same survey
encourages tech startups to hire women
because a women’s creativity can contribute
to the tech industry. Meanwhile, women found
tech startups to be inspiring and gave them a
sense of self-determination.

o
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So, more and more women parade into
tech companies or even become startup
entrepreneurs, making their mark in this
male-dominant industry. In Forbes’ World’s
100 Most Powerful Women in 2017, 18 of
these “she-bosses” work in the tech industry.
The rise of women startups is not just in the
western economy. In China, where women
are often confined to a submissive back seat
role, 55% of startups are owned by women,
according to the 2018’s Mastercard Index of
Women Entrepreneurs.

THAI WOMEN ENTREPRENEURS

The Thai Venture Capital Association’s survey
in 2016 found that only 17% of tech startups
were women-owned. Such a low percentage
reflects women’s own attitudes. Women tend
to underestimate themselves. Preferring
stable careers, many capable women shunned
the unpredictable life of startup entrepreneurs.
Yet, many organisations have tried to help.
The Israeli Embassy in Bangkok held “Thailand
Women Entrepreneurs Startup 2016", while
DTAC has held an annual startup incubating
campaign, the DTAC Accelerator. Last year,
more than half of the 11 finalists were women.
Pornthip Kongchun, chief operating officer
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(COO & Co-founder) of Jitta, a fintech startup for value investors said
women tech startups have recently received the attention of investors.
Several investment firms have launched venture capital funds for women startups
such as BBG Venture, XFactor Ventures, Melinda Gate’s Pivotal Venture and Gobi
Partners, a regional venture capital for Asian startups. Thailand also has several
funding projects to give opportunity to women tech startups.

“The successful strategy [for women tech startups] is having more self-confidence.
We also need to see more women entrepreneurs work together to gain more
recognition and so far, we start to see positive signs. There are more and more
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tech  women supporting groups being
founded such as ‘Lean in Thailand’,
‘Womenwill’ (by Google) and "Furious
Female". These groups are a good start for
the future of local women startups,” said Ms
Pornthip.

The number of women startup entrepreneurs
in Thailand is a fraction compared to those
of western countries, according to Nattida
Sanguansin,  founder and  managing
director of Buzzbees, a leading startup
that provides a customer retention

management (CRM) online platform.

Nattida believes the Thai women mindset
needs to be adjusted to acquire a “can-do
attitude”. Women are talented, yet prefer to
take a back seat, she said.

“In the startup world, women must remember that there is no recipe of success.
Most entrepreneurs fail, only few succeed. Women must learn how to fail and pick
themselves up and start over again,”she said.

In - my previous article, we discussed how to help startups find the “early
adopter", how to interview these potential clients and how to ascertain that the
early adopters that startups are wooing are the “right” ones.

In this column we will study the successful case of Uber, a taxi ride-hailing
service. Uber once tried to compete in Southeast Asia's car-hailing service
market but failed to make a big splash. Uber has still remained popular with
European and North American consumers.

Uber is a case study for startup business analysts. Among them is Davide Turi,
consultant and mentor for startups in Europe. Turi revisited the pitch deck that
the co-founders of Uber presented in order to find out how the phenomenal
startup found its early adopter.

In its pitch, the young co-founders of Uber presented the problems passengers
faced with taxis in the US.

Waiting for a taxi had become a pain and waste of time. Some passengers

would wait for taxis for up to 45 minutes.

Passengers also complained about safety and the cleanliness of the cabs. The
industry itself has been mostly a monopoly without competition. If passengers
want a safe and clean car with a trustworthy driver who will pick them up
on time, they needed to dig deep in their pockets to pay for a pricey limousine
service. The challenge for Uber was how to locate the early adopter.

Uber co-founders did a lot of research on profiling taxi riders, compiling data

on the reasons cabs were used, purchasing power and riders' real needs.

What Uber found is that the corporate sector was likely to be an early adopter for
its product.

Early adopters were likely to be corporate employees, especially those without
company cars. Corporate employees tend to use smartphones that can access the
Uber app and their companies might even pay for their travel expenses.

After finding the early adopters, Uber tailored a marketing campaign to seduce
these potential customers.

The company's message was clear: Uber's service is faster and cheaper than
limousines, and better and safer than taxis. The service hit its mark and reached
its first early adopters - corporate employees in San Francisco, where Uber's
headquarters are located.

The next challenge was developing a product that is responsive and makes a
deep impression on early adopters. Uber is a true believer in the user experience.
First impressions can be career-making-or-breaking.

Despite branding itself as peer-to-peer ride sharing, the company in its early days
skipped the lower-priced “Uber Pool” or “Uber X,” preferring to target corporate

customers.

Its marketing strategy was crystal clear. By differentiating an Uber vehicle from
mainstream taxis, Uber created a first impression and brand image that it was
faster, safer and a cleaner cab-riding service with reasonable prices for corporate
users. Uber is a super-smart company. Its ingenuity shows that this startup truly
understands its customers and tailored an appropriate marketing strategy to early
adopters.

As it grew, Uber's data research showed that taxi riders experienced long waiting
periods during holiday weekends, and special events like concerts and major sport
events. In response, the company began promoting special discounts during these
events in order to attract a mainstream audience. This marketing tactic won Uber
even more clients (and more hatred from taxi drivers who saw more of their clients

choosing Uber cars over their taxis). m
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In this post we will have a look at financial
due diligence, while also providing some
friendly suggestions for entrepreneurs
on working with investors on the final due
diligence.

FINANCIAL POSITION

The objective is to understand the assets
and liabilities of the company and identify
any potential exposures or unusual items in
the financial part of the company, such as
related party transactions or unusual
disclosures or omissions from disclosure to
investors and shareholders. Items generally

covered include cash in bank accounts, accounts receivable (AR) and accounts
payable (AP) and the company’s major debts.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE
While profitability is not common in startups operating with venture capital
money, investors still need to understand the key drivers of a business’s
revenue and profitability. ltems covered can include the nature, key accounts and
recognition policy for revenue and the nature, major cost components and
unusual fluctuations for expenses.

ACCOUNTING AND TAX
It’'s also important for investors to have an understanding of the company’s
rationale and policies of management reporting, financial statements and

accounting systems, which can vary depending on the nature of business and
geography. For instance, revenue recognition can differ greatly between cash
basis and accrual basis. For more mature companies with signs of upcoming
profit, investors may want to have a quick look into their tax practices and any

potential exposure.

WRAP UP

One of the most common reasons for the delay in funding round, apart from
terms negotiatied is insufficient data and late responses by the founders,
particularly in a first-time fundraising company. While the most important
thing is to survive and grow the business, entrepreneurs expecting to raise
capital along the journey should keep important documents and data in place
from the beginning so fundraising can be an exciting time instead of a painful

period. m

Uber, the powerhouse taxi-hailing startup,
is prepared to sell shares in an initial public
offering this year. After seeing its car-
sharing and taxi-hailing plateau in the face
of more competition, Uber has decided to
go public as it needs more cash to invest in
electric scooters and electric bicycles.

This second round
of funding might invite outside shareholders
to have a say in this deep tech startup
yet new investors have been known to
let Aurora Innovation remain fiercely
independent. The startup vows to keep

Most importantly, the cost of treating serious
diseases is usually expensive, and there are a
limited numbers of doctors with an expertise
in a specific field; therefore, trying not to get
sick is the best way to go. We know this is
impossible, which is why the new trend for
Gen Y is to frequently check up their health,
and with the help of technology, they can
detect diseases early on and get a handle on it
before it becomes serious.

They started off the company by analysing
gut health and microbiomes - using Al and
machine learning combined with the data that
they’ve been collecting for over five years.

There are a large number of research papers

confirming that the microbiomes in your gut

can tell your body’s ability to digest, your
appetite, weight change, moods, or your
body’s ability to absorb medicine. By knowing
the bacteria in our gut means we can
then tailor food to best fit our bodies, and
therefore keep us healthier. However, this
startup doesn’t stop at only gut health.
uBiome has a few other products, and the
product that may be able to save many
women’s lives is Smart Jane, a health
screening test that allows to check for female
diseases such as HPV, STls and many more.
Now the problem of women not wanting to
go to the doctor because of shyness can be

solved with this toolkit!

Another interesting loT startup here is Clinicai,
which invented a device that can help detect
early signs of colon cancer, and it’s super easy
to use. Just stick it in the toilet bowl and this
device will use the wavelength hyperspectral
imaging technology that is usually used in
space, to detect and analyse your stool
each morning. Since colon cancer usually
doesn’t show any signs or symptoms until
stage three or four, detecting it earlier is the
best way to prevent this disease.

You can see that healthtech startups have

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The name London brings to mind modernity as well as stylishness
and elegance.

Known for a smooth blend between tradition and modernity,
the city is also known as a good place for startups to do business.
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The city is de facto hub of fintech startups.
The key that makes fintech startups thrive
is owed to the British Government’s open
banking policy. Under the policy, financial
institutions are ordered to open their
automated programming interface (API),
which permits startups to access a part of
consumers' information, using it for creating
fintech solutions.

A strong point of London is that the city is
the magnet that draws talent. It is similar to
New York in terms of diversity of talented
people and Los Angeles in terms of a robust

creative economy.

London has a large and vibrant startup
community.  Startup  entrepreneurs  and
freelancers can work in London without
bothering about office space. There are more
than 150 co-working spaces. A popular one is
Huckletree, which has over 2,000 members,
or Central Co-working of which all of its seven
branches are open 24 hours a day, seven days
a week. The city also has large spaces such as
Campus London and Plexal for entrepreneurs
to conduct business activities. Plexal is a large
innovation centre with a gigantic 1.2 million

square feet of available space.

Startups have become one of major sources
of the country’s revenue. Most of 1.84 trillion
pounds of revenue from the creative economy

in England comes from tech startups.

The birth of startups in London began in 2010,
when London hosted the Summer Olympics.
Former UK prime minister, David Cameron
built Silicon Roundabout, a space for tech
startups near Olympic Park. After the Olympic
Games ended, the area transformed into a

business area for startup entrepreneurs.

London has never been an affordable
place to stay. The surprise is that startup
entrepreneurs still prefer to live in London.
The key is that London has always been good
at talent management. The city has expertise
on fund raising, networking and consulting.

ENABLING FACTORS

London comes after only San Francisco
and New York City in terms of easy-to-do-
business. These achievements come from

enabling factors:

1 London is a financial centre

The British government uses its financial

policy to help startups by creating two
programs. Both schemes support young and
small startup companies to raise funds or even
sell shares in capital markets.

The first scheme is the Enterprise Investment
Scheme (EIS). Under the EIS, investors will get
a 30% tax deduction when they invests up to
1 million pounds (40 million baht) for over three

years in companies.

Second is the Seed Enterprise Investment
Scheme (SEIS). The company’s executives
and investors can get 50% tax deductions
when they invest more than 100,000 pounds
(4 million baht). Startups under the SEIS can
issue shares to sell in capital markets as high
as 150,000 pounds (6 million baht). The SEIS

scheme also offers tax breaks, such as
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exemptions from paying capital gains taxes
on profits from selling shares in SEIS listed

companies.

Both schemes considerably help startups
opening and developing businesses. London
is full of venture capitalists and angle investors
looking for startups with potential.

Compared to startups in other European
cities, London-based entrepreneurs can
raise more investment funds for companies,
especially those in Seed and Series A levels.
Startups in London also pay high salaries to
their employees.

2 London is a business centre

London has always been the world’s business
centre. What makes the city exceptional is that
it serves as connector between North America
and Europe. London has a magnet-like
power for top talent. The city has never been
dry of business activities and high-profile
business conferences. This conducive
business environment helps groom startup
entrepreneurs  to grow into strong and
competitive companies.

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The area is perfect because it is part of
Pathumwan district and its plethora of notable
mixed-use buildings that makes the area well
responsive to the modern urban lifestyle.
Vibrant and lively activities can inspire and
energise young entrepreneurs, while its
existing infrastructure and conveniences are

In terms of transportation, Ratchaprasong is
blessed with the BTS Skytrain, helping people
hop from one place to another and able
to complete business in a single day.
